The Finance Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, October 14, 2015 at 3:00 p.m. at the Commissioners Conference Room. The meeting was called to order by Committee Chairman Lucious Abrams.  Others present were Commissioners Allen DeLaigle and George Deloach.  Also in attendance were Public Works Director Jesse Burke; Facility Maintenance Director, Loren Barnhart; Sheriff’s Investigator, Matt Raulerson; Vehicle Maintenance Director, Dale Gingery and County Administrator, Merv Waldrop.  
The Committee first reviewed the bids for the purchase of ten patrol cars for the Sheriff’s Department.  The bid results are as follows:

Deputy Raulerson noted that both bidders meet the specs.  He stated that they do not need spotlights on the cars and that is why they were not in the specs.  He added that the Sheriff is concerned about having to take cars to Atlanta for service rather than getting it done locally.  The Administrator asked Mr. Mizell when he thought the cars would be delivered.  Mr. Mizell stated that he was confident in 120 days and hoped for even having them in 90 days.  Mr. Deloach moved to accept the bid from Mizell Ford and Mr. DeLaigle gave the second.  The motion carried by a 3 to 0 vote.  Mr. Mizell asked if the Board wanted to include the two options that we have gotten in the past, Dark Car Feature and Rear Door Handles & Locks Inoperable for an additional $65 per car.  The consensus of the Committee was to include both options.
Next the Committee considered the bids for a new front loader garbage truck.  The bids were opened at the Board meeting the previous evening and are listed below:

The Vehicle Maintenance Director reported that we have had trouble with a previous Peterbilt truck from Consolidated.  The Public Works Director indicated that he would rather see us purchase the Mack/Heil from Bunch at $230,353.  He said it was a better made truck and would last us longer.  Mr. DeLaigle moved to award the bid to Bunch Truck and Equipment for $230,353.00.  Mr. Deloach seconded the motion.  It passed with all in favor.

After that, the Committee addressed the bids for the footwear contract.  The Administrator pointed out that with this bid the County will pay up to $100 per pair of boots for each employee in the Road Department, Solid Waste, Facility Maintenance and Vehicle Maintenance.  The difference in the two bidders is service and selection.  Mr. Gingery, Vehicle Maintenance Director stated that the bid from Lehigh had a wider selection, on site service and a warranty that were not offered by Salters.  The warranty and on site service appeared to be very important to the Board and staff.  Mr. Deloach moved to award the footwear contract to Lehigh Outfitters.  Mr. DeLaigle gave the second and the motion passed unanimously.
Next on the agenda was the bid for the County’s HVAC maintenance contract.  The bids are listed below:
