The Recreation Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, October 14, 2015 at 5:00 p.m. at the Commissioners Conference Room. The meeting was called to order by Committee Chairman Lucious Abrams.  Others present were Commissioners Allen DeLaigle and Terry Kelly; Recreation Director, Rolene Rowell and County Administrator, Merv Waldrop.  
The Committee discussed several options for a new playground in Midville.  They selected an option from Gametime that includes a playground and basketball court for $23,950.47.  Mrs. Kelly moved to use SPLOST funds to install playground equipment at the Midville Community Center for $23,950.47.  Mr. DeLaigle seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.   
After that the Committee was updated on the status of hiring new employees for the department.  Mrs. Rowell reported that they had over 60 applicants for the receptionist position.  
The Committee was given an update on participation in fall sports.

They also talked about pursuing a walking trail at Citizens Park.  

The Committee discussed building an aquatics center with the Board of Education and possibly add it to the next SPLOST program.
Finally, the Committee discussed putting in a passive park with trails, picnic tables and pavilions around the pond on the new property purchased by the County across the by-pass from Broxton Park.
