FINANCE COMMITTEE

November 19, 2014
The Finance Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, November 19, 2014 at 3:00 p.m. at the Commissioners Conference Room. The meeting was called to order by Committee Chairman Lucious Abrams.  Other committee members present were Commissioners Allen DeLaigle and George Deloach.  Also in attendance were Public Works Director, Jesse Burke; Assistant Public Works Director, Paul Burke; Shop Foreman, Dale Gingery; Facility Maintenance Director, Loren Barnhart and County Administrator, Merv Waldrop.  
The Committee discussed a bid for a half ton pickup truck.  Only one bid was received.  Mizell Ford bid $20,994.00.  The Road Department reported that the bid met all specs.  Mr. Deloach moved to award the bid for the ½ ton truck to Mizell Ford. Mr. DeLaigle seconded the motion and it passed 3 to 0.

Next the Commissioners reviewed the bids for a self-propelled broom for the Road Department.

The low bid, Cowin Equipment met all the specs, reported the Public Works Director.  Mr. Deloach moved to award the bid to Cowin Equipment at $43,635.00.  Mr. DeLaigle made the second and the motion carried unanimously.

After that the Committee discussed the bids on the small Motorgrader.  The bids submitted as follows.

It was discussed that Border was the low bid but that they have not been able to supply us with the Motorgrader that was bid out last February.  They have a demo that is a stronger machine with a few hours on it that they are willing to sell us as an option.  The Road Department wanted to study the item more and find out what kind of warranty would be on the demo grader if we purchased it.  This item was tabled until later.
The next item of business was the discussion of the bids for a large Motorgrader. The bids were as follows:

The low bid met all the specs according to Mr. Gingery.  Mr. DeLaigle then moved to award the bid to Yancey Brothers for $102,305.00.  Mr. Deloach gave the second and the motion carried with all in favor.

After that the Committee considered the bids on a new bulldozer.  The bid results from last night’s opening are listed here:

The bid from Border did not include the cage which would add another $8900 to the bid.  That made the bid from Border 149,800.  Because of the difficulty in getting Case equipment delivered in a timely manner the Road Department recommended awarding the bid to Yancey which was only $42 difference.  Mr. Deloach moved to award the bid for the bulldozer to Yancey Brothers.  Mr. DeLaigle seconded the motion.  It was approved on a vote of 3 to 0.  
The Commissioners then reviewed the bids for the purchase of a new tandem dumptruck.  The bid opening the previous night yielded the following results:

The staff reported that there was a change in the low bid that reduced the price below their current bid.  The low bid meets all the specs.  Mr. Deloach moved to award the bid to Freightliner of Augusta at $93,286. Mr. DeLaigle seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
The next item of business was to consider the bids for a new tractor and boom mower.  The bids from last night came in as follows:

The low bid meets all the specs stated the Public Works Director.  Mr. Deloach then moved to award the bid for the tractor with boom mower to J & B Tractor at $99,708.00.  Mr. DeLaigle made the second and the motion passed on a 3-0 vote.
The Committee then looked over the proposals for developing bid specs for a renovation projected at the Courthouse.  There were two architects who submitted proposals.  The Board had a good impression of the work done by Carter Watkins.  Also they were dissatisfied with the cost of the previous project designed by Dickinson.  Mr. Deloach moved to award the project to Carter Watkins.  Mr. DeLaigle seconded the motion and it was approved unanimously.
The final item on the agenda was to review the proposals for the renovation of the Recreation Department headquarters building.  The County received proposals from two firms, Dickinson and Carter-Watkins.  The fee for Cater-Watkins was much less than Dickinson and the Commissioners were comfortable with the previous work they had done for the County.  Mr. Deloach moved to award the bid to Carter Watkins.  Mr. DeLaigle seconded the motion and it passed with all in favor.  
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 3:36 p.m.
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
