FINANCE COMMITTEE

February 19, 2014
The Finance Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, February 19, 2014 at 3:00 p.m. at the Commissioners Conference Room. The meeting was called to order by Committee Chairman Lucious Abrams.  Other Committee Members present were Commissioners Allen DeLaigle and George Deloach.  Also in attendance were Public Works Director, Jesse Burke, Vehicle Maintenance Director, Dale Gingery; Commission Chairman, Wayne Crockett and County Administrator, Merv Waldrop.  
First the Committee reviewed the bids for the purchase of a half-ton four wheel drive truck for the Road Department.  The bids came in as listed:

The Administrator reported that the low bid met specs in all regards.  Mr. Deloach moved to accept the low bid from Mizell Ford at $25,989.  Mr. DeLaigle seconded the motion and it carried on a 3 to 0 vote.  The Committee agreed to add the limited slip transmission that was not included in either bid to give better traction.
Next the Committee considered the bids from the Commission meeting for the purchase of two dump trucks.  The bids were as listed below:

The low bid from Yancey Truck Center met all the specs according to Mr. Gingery.  Mr. DeLaigle made a motion to award the bid for trucks to Yancey Truck Center.  Mr. Deloach offered to the second to the motion.  It passed unanimously.
After that the Committee reviewed the bids or the purchase of two pickup trucks.  These bids were opened at the Commissioners meeting and forwarded to the Finance committee for approval.  The truck bids were:

After some discussion about the County’s policy concerning the 1% allowance for local vendors.  The bid from Mizell Ford did not fall within the 1% allowance.  Mr. Deloach moved to go with the low bid with the addition of the limited slip transmission.  Mr. DeLaigle gave the second to the motion and it passed with all in favor.
The next item of business was to consider bids for a new motorgrader.  Mr. Burke, Public Works Director, asked for more time to review the bids and to look into the differences in the machines.  Action on this item was tabled until later.
The Committee then discussed the purchase of a pneumatic roller for the Road Department.  Bids for the roller were opened at the regular Commissioners Meeting and are listed below:

Mr. Burke reported that the alternate bid was for a 2013 model and it was the same one that we had rented last summer.  He said he had no problem with a used roller since we had put all the hours on it.  Mr. DeLaigle moved to award the bid to Reynolds Warren Equipment for the 2013 model roller at $68,500.  Mr. Deloach made the second and the motion carried on a 3 to 0 vote.

Mr. William Mizell was in the audience and pointed out that the bid from Allen Vigil was lower than what he could buy it for.  He noted that he was not sure that it met the specs as it did not make an exception but did not state the gear ratio.  The Board discussed the matter and wanted to stick with Allen Vigil if it could meet the specs and add the anti slip differential that was not listed in the specs.  Mr. Deloach moved to make the award of the 2 pickup trucks to Allen Vigil contingent on meeting all the specs for the same price as bid and being able to add on the anti-slip upgrade.  Mr. DeLaigle seconded this motion and it passed with all in favor.

The Public Works Director and Administrator gave the Committee Members an update on the Ice Storm.  It was noted that many in the County are still without power after 7 days.  

The only other item of business was to review and sign the invoices for the month January.  All invoices were approved by the Committee for payment.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 4:55 p.m.
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
