BURKE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
CALLED MEETING
February 21, 2014
The Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Friday February 21, 2014 at 10:00 AM in the Commissioners Conference Room at the Burke County Courthouse.  The meeting was called to order by Commissioner Lucious Abrams.  Also in attendance were Commissioners Deloach and Kelly.  Chief Magistrate Sterling Wimberly and County Administrator Merv Waldrop were also at the meeting.  
The first item of business was consideration of a Resolution Supporting an Act of the General Assembly that would dissolve the Burke County Economic Development Authority.  The Administrator pointed out that the Authority was created in 1991 for one project and is no longer needed.  It does no harm to keep it but having the Authority on the books will require certain reports and registration to be done for the State.  It would be a shame to miss out on funding because a report on a nonexistent authority had missed a deadline.  The Development Authority had asked their attorney to draft the Local Legislation to Repeal the Original Act.  They had presented it to our legislative delegation.  The Delegation would like a resolution from the Board of Commissioners stating your support.  After discussing the protocol for future requests of special legislation, they asked the Administrator to remind the Authority to bring requests before the Board of Commissioners before going to the General Assembly.  Mr. Deloach moved to adopt the resolution supporting the Act dissolving the outdated Burke County Economic Development Authority.  Mrs. Kelly seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.  
Next Judge Wimberly came before the Board asking for permission to fill vacant positions in his office.  He reported that his full time Assistant Magistrate, Gloria Johnson is retiring next week and he wants to fill the position.  He would like to promote from within and then have permission to fill that subsequent vacancy.    He asked if he could post the job notice on the bulletin boards in the County to see if he could get anyone in house first.  Mrs. Kelly moved to allow Judge Wimberly to fill the vacancy in his office.  Mr. Deloach seconded the motion and it passed with all in favor.

The Commissioners suggested that we get a plaque for Mrs. Johnson to honor her for her more than 20 years of service to the County.

Being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 10:21 AM.
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
