BURKE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
REGULAR MEETING
March 10, 2015
The Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Tuesday March 10, 2015 at 6:00 PM in the Commissioners Meeting Room at the Burke County Courthouse.  The meeting was called to order by Commissioner Lucious Abrams.  Also in attendance were Commissioners Deloach and Kelly.  County Attorney, Adam Nelson and Administrator Merv Waldrop were also at the meeting.  
The County Administrator gave the invocation for the meeting and then Commissioner Deloach led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance to the United States Flag.

The first item of business for the Board was to consider the minutes of meetings held on February 10th, 11th and 18th.  Mr. Deloach made a motion to approve the minutes as written.  Mrs. Kelly seconded the motion which was approved on a vote of 3 to 0.  

The Commissioners heard a request from Willie Latimore for a Class C Alcohol License to be able to sell distilled spirits at the Scott-McBride American Legion Post on Hwy 80 West.  The Administrator pointed out that the location meets all the distance requirements and Mr. Latimore has a clean background.  The facility also meets the county’s requirements on Private Clubs with a national affiliation.  Mrs. Kelly made a motion to approve the request for the Class C license.  Mr. Deloach gave the second and the motion passed unanimously.
The next order of business was to consider a resolution authorizing the staff to apply for funding from the Georgia DOT for operation of the County’s 5311 Rural Transit program.  The Administrator explained that we need this funding to keep Burke Transit up and running.  It was noted that we received $75,000 last year under this program.  The DOT requires that the County adopt a resolution authorizing the application for funds.
AUTHORIZING RESOLUTION

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE FILING OF AN APPLICATION WITH THE GEORGIA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION AND THE UNITED STATES DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION,  FOR A GRANT FOR PUBLIC TRANSPORTATION ASSISTANCE UNDER SECTION 5311 OF THE FEDERAL TRANSIT LAWS UNDER CHAPTER 53 OF TITLE 49 OF THE UNITED STATES CODE.

WHEREAS, the Federal Transit Administration and the Georgia Department of Transportation are authorized to make grant to non-urbanized areas for mass transportation projects; and

WHEREAS, the contract for financial assistance will impose certain obligations upon applicant, including the provision by it of the local share of project costs; and

WHEREAS, it is required by the United States Department of Transportation and the Georgia Department of Transportation in accord with the provisions of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, that in connection with the filing of an application for assistance under the Federal Transit Act, the applicant gives an assurance that it will comply with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 and under the United States Department of Transportation requirements thereunder; and

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY Burke County, hereinafter referred to as the “APPLICANT”,
1) That the Burke County Commission Chairman hereinafter referred to as the “Official is authorized to execute and file an application on the behalf of the Applicant, a City/County government, with the Georgia Department of Transportation to aid in the financing of public transportation assistance pursuant to Section 5311 of the Federal Transit Act.”

2) That the Official is authorized to execute and file such application and assurances or any other document required by the U.S. Department of Transportation and the Georgia Department of Transportation effectuating the purpose of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964.

3) That the Official is authorized to execute and file all other standard assurances or any other document required by the Georgia Department of Transportation or the U.S. Department of Transportation in connection with the application for public transportation assistance.

4) That the Official is authorized to furnish such additional information as the U.S. Department of Transportation or the Georgia Department of Transportation may require in connection with the application of the project.

5) That the Official is authorized to execute grant contract agreements on behalf of the Applicant with the Georgia Department of Transportation in connection with the application for public transportation assistance.

6) That the applicant while making application to or receiving grants from the Federal Transit Administration will comply with FTA Circular 9040.1F, FTA Certifications and Assurances for Federal Assistance 2012 as listed in Federal Register, Appendix A.
7) That the Applicant has or will have available in the General Fund the required non-federal funds to meet local share requirements.

Mr. Deloach moved to adopt the resolution authorizing the County to seek funding for its Transit Program.  Mrs. Kelly seconded the motion and it carried on a 3 to 0 vote.

The Commissioners then considered an agreement with the ACCG Civic Affairs Foundation for funding of an intern for the County’s Recreation Department.  The Association County Commissioners of Georgia has agreed to fund a summer intern for Burke County.  They will cover up to 200 hours for a college student to gain some practical experience working in county government.  Mrs. Kelly moved to approve the agreement with the ACCG Civic Affairs Foundation.  The second was made by Mr. Deloach.  The motion was approved with all voting in favor. 
After that, the Board addressed a request from Sherri Cates, Clerk of Courts asking for permission to fill a vacant position.  One of her employees had recently resigned and she needed to fill the spot to keep the office running smoothly.  Mr. Deloach moved to authorize the Clerk of Courts to fill the vacant position.  Mrs. Kelly gave the second and the motion carried by a vote of 3 to 0.  
Mr. Deloach then moved to go into executive session to discuss a real estate matter.  Mrs. Kelly seconded the motion and it carried 3 to 0.

After the discussion was complete, Mrs. Kelly made a motion to go back into regular session and to give the Chairman authority to execute an affidavit on behalf of the Board.  Mr. Deloach seconded this motion and it passed unanimously.

The County Attorney stated that he would draft a contract for the Board and Exchange club to review before the next meeting.
Being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 7:00 PM.
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
