RECREATION COMMITTEE

April 23, 2015
The Recreation Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Thursday, April 23, 2015 at 4:00 p.m. at the Commissioners Meeting Room. The meeting was called to order by Committee Chairman Lucious Abrams.  Others present were Commissioners Allen DeLaigle and Terry Kelly; Recreation Director, Rolene Rowell and County Administrator, Merv Waldrop.  
The Committee discussed the coming Summer Camp on Wheels program.  Mrs. Rowell explained that they were set to operate a mobile summer camp and take it to a different community in the County each day.  The Camp will be held one day per week in Gough, Keysville, Waynesboro, Midville and Sardis.  It will run from June 1st through July 24th.  The Recreation Director stated that she would need additional funds for the operation of this program.  The total needed would be about $6000 for supplies and also funds for staff.  She noted that there were some unused funds in the salary line item for part time employees that could be used for this program.  The Administrator asked her to prepare a budget amendment by the next Commissioners meeting.  
Mr. Abrams asked about the County staff making repairs to parks owned by the cities.  It was agreed that the County can help with minor maintenance projects in city parks.  However if there is a capital item, the City would need to request the County’s assistance.  The Board would have to consider if the project was a priority for use from SPLOST funding.  

Mrs. Rowell told about summer camps being run by the schools at County facilities.  Mrs. Kelly asked for her to compile a list of summer activities that could be publicized.  It was noted that there are a lot of activities going on for youth in the summer but that the public is not always aware of them. 

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 4:59 p.m.
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
