FINANCE COMMITTEE

July 15, 2015
The Finance Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, July 15, 2015 at 3:00 p.m. at the Commissioners Meeting Room. The meeting was called to order by Committee Chairman Lucious Abrams.  Others present were Commissioners Allen DeLaigle and George Deloach.  Also in attendance were Chief Appraiser, Phillip Wren; Human Resources Director, Renee Milligan; Finance Director, Michael Wiseman and County Administrator, Merv Waldrop.  
The Committee discussed the bid for a revaluation of residential property in the County.  The Board of Assessors had sought bids for the service with the intent to do half the county this year and half the next.  There was only one bid submitted; from GMASS at $142,000 to appraise half the parcels in the County.  The bid detail included a $15/parcel price unless a map was needed then the price was $20/parcel.  The bid also included a fee of $4500 to establish cost schedules for rural and ag homes and a flat fee of $7500 to develop a cost schedule for urban residential property.  The budget only has $60,000 for this project in the current fiscal year.  The Tax Assessors recommended that the Commissioners accept the bid and authorize staff to do as much as they have funds available for the current years.  Mr. DeLaigle moved to accept the bid from GMASS.  Mr. Deloach seconded the motion.  Mr. Deloach expressed some reluctance at doing a revaluation of property.  Mr. Wren explained that we needed to keep the values close to the market price or the state will come in and equalize the digest or place a factor on it.  The motion carried on a vote of 3 to 0.   
Next the Committee considered the proposals for the County’s Employee Supplemental Insurance program.  These are optional policies that can be paid for through payroll deduction.  There were five companies that submitted a proposal.  The County currently uses Aegias and they were the one with the lowest cost coverage.  Two companies were more than 50 miles away which would make servicing the account difficult. The Board had a great deal of discussion and sought the advice of the County’s administrative staff.  The consensus was to remain with Aegias.  Mr. Deloach moved to stay with Aegias for the County’s Supplemental Insurance.  Mr. DeLaigle gave the second and the motion carried unanimously.    
The only other item of business was to review and sign the invoices for the month June.  All invoices were approved by the Committee for payment.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 4:59 p.m.
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
