FINANCE COMMITTEE

August 13, 2014
The Finance Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, August 13, 2014 at 3:00 p.m. at the Commissioners Conference Room. The meeting was called to order by Committee Chairman Lucious Abrams.  The only other committee member present was Commissioner George Deloach.  Also in attendance were Rolene Rowell, Recreation Director; William Mizell and County Administrator, Merv Waldrop.  
The Committee discussed a bid opening for the purchase of a new van for the Recreation Department.  The Board had opened bids for the van at their meeting the previous evening and referred them to the Recreation Committee for action.  There were only two bids.  They were as follows:
Family Ford Inc
$29,318.00

Mizell Ford

$28,989.68

The Administrator pointed out the both met the specs generally but that neither has a V-8 as called for and neither comes with a hard copy of the repair manual.  Ford only makes a 3.7 litre V-6 engine now.  Mr. Mizell said that the gear ratio gives it more power than the old V-8 vans.  Mr. Mizell suggested that they might want to purchase an extra set of keys now rather than trying to get them later.  Now they are only $75 for a set of four.  Later they will run at least $250.  The new keys have a computer chip to keep them from being duplicated and having cars stolen.  Mr. Deloach moved to award the purchase of the van to the low bid, Mizell Ford at $28,989.68.  Mr. Abrams seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
The only other item of business was to review and sign the invoices for the month July.  All invoices were approved by the Committee for payment.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 4:56 p.m.
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
