CALLED MEETING
September 24, 2014
The Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday September 24, 2014 at 5:00 PM at the Burke County Courthouse.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Wayne Crockett.  Also in attendance were Commissioners DeLaigle, Deloach, and Kelly.  Administrator Merv Waldrop was also at the meeting.  The purpose of the meeting was to adopt the budget for FY 2015.  
The Administrator noted that the only business of the meeting was to adopt the budget for the coming year. The Chairman pointed out that this is a $64 million budget but it includes funds that had gone unreported in previous years.  The other county officials are now going through the budget process and including their special funds in the general ledger of the county.  After discussing the budget, Mr. DeLaigle made a motion to authorize the Chairman to sign the resolution adopting the Budget for FY 2015.  Mrs. Kelly seconded the motion and it passed with all in favor.  The resolution read as follows:

Budget Resolution

October 1, 2014 – September 30, 2015

A RESOLUTION ADOPTING A BUDGET FOR THE FISCAL YEAR 2015, APPROPRIATING THE AMOUNTS SHOWN IN EACH BUDGET AS EXPENDITURES AND ADOPTING THE ITEMS OF ANTICIPATED FUNDING SOURCES.

WHEREAS, a Proposed Budget for each of the various funds of the County has been presented to the Board of Commissioners; and,

WHEREAS, appropriate advertised public hearings have been held on the Proposed Budget, as required by State law; and,

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners has reviewed the Proposed Budgets and has made certain amendments to funding sources and appropriations; and,

WHEREAS, each of the funds has a balanced budget, such that anticipated funding sources equal proposed expenditures;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that this Budget is hereby adopted recognizing the anticipated funding sources for each fund and making appropriations for proposed expenditures to the departments or organizational units named in each fund.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this Budget shall be adjusted so as to adapt to changing governmental needs during the fiscal year as follows, such amendments shall be recognized as approved changes to this resolution in accordance with O.C.G.A. 36-81-3 (d) (1), requiring the approval of the Board of Commissioners for an increase in appropriations.
