BURKE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
WORKSESSION
March 17, 2016
The Burke County Board of Commissioners held a Worksession to discuss a possible vertical expansion to the County’s C&D Landfill on Wednesday March 17, 2016 at 4:30 PM in the Commissioners Meeting Room at the Burke County Courthouse.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Wayne Crockett.  Also in attendance were Commissioners Abrams, DeLaigle and Kelly.  Solid Waste Director, Ralph Hankerson, Consulting Engineers, Bob Lane and Jerry Brinson as well as County Administrator Merv Waldrop were at the meeting.  
The first the Board heard from the Administrator and Solid Waste Director who reported that the current C&D Landfill will be out of space in 12 months or less.  They pointed out that the County is not required to provide a place to dispose of construction and demolition waste.  It was noted that the majority of the waste comes from Plant Vogtle.  Only about 5% come from homeowners in the County.  We receive about 30 tons per day.  Over 20 tons/day come from Vogtle.  The rest is from other contractors and the public.  The Administrator pointed out that there were not that many C&D Landfills left in Georgia and only a few of those were within an hour of Burke County.  
The Board had questions about how a vertical expansion would be constructed.  Bob Lane explained that we would place C&D waste directly over the current C&D landfill then putting a cover of 6” of soil.  The maximum height will be 10 feet.  They indicated that the expected lifetime of the expansion will be 14 years at the current volume of waste. 
Mr. DeLaigle asked where we were going to get the cover dirt.  Mr. Hankerson replied that we had a stockpile of cover dirt to last for 3 to 5 years.  However we should apply for a surface mine permit to be able to get cover dirt for the future.  

The Board wanted to know how much revenue was brought in by C&D waste.  The Administrator reported it generates $379,000 per year.  The exact costs for the C&D operation are not separated from the Transfer Station costs but we will try to get a good figure on what it costs to operate the C&D landfill he added.  

The consensus of the Board was to pursue the vertical expansion immediately and then apply for a surface mine permit in a year or so.  The Administrator asked for the Moreland Altobelli to prepare a work order for the Boards consideration at their next meeting.
Being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 5:34 PM.
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
