FINANCE COMMITTEE

April 13, 2016
The Finance Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, April 13, 2016 at 3:00 p.m. at the Commissioners Conference Room. The meeting was called to order by Committee Chairman Lucious Abrams.  Others present were Commissioners Allen DeLaigle and George Deloach.  Also in attendance were Facility Maintenance Director Loren Barnhart; Public Works Director, Jesse Burke; Road Superintendent, Paul Burke; EMA Director, Rusty Sanders and County Administrator, Merv Waldrop.  
The Committee first considered the bids for the restroom renovation project at the Public Works headquarters.  There were no bids submitted on this work.  The Committee agreed to rebid this for another month.  Mr. Barnhart stated that he would send it to some local contractors to try to get some bids on the work.  The estimated cost of the project is $75,000 so some contractors may not be interested in such a small job.

Next the Commissioners reviewed the bids for the purchase and installation of a generator at the Public Works headquarters.  This will be paid using FEMA grant funds to be able to keep fuel pumps working so emergency responders will have fuel for their trucks in an emergency.  There was only one bid submitted on the work.  That was from Rowell Electric at a cost of $27,800.00.   Mr. Deloach moved to award the bid to Rowell Electric.  Mr. DeLaigle seconded the motion and it carried with all three in favor.
After that the Committee addressed the bid for a new vehicle for the EMA Director.  Only one bid had been submitted and that was from Mizell Ford at $25,299.50.  Mr. DeLaigle made a motion to award the bid to Mizell Ford.  Mr. Deloach gave the second.  The motion passed on a 3 to 0 vote.

The Committee then turned its attention to a bid opening for a truck for the EMA Duty Chief.  Mizell Ford submitted the only bid on this purchase at $33,999.75.  Chief Sanders reported that the bid met all the specs for the new truck.  Mr. DeLaigle moved to award the bid to Mizell Ford.  Mr. Deloach seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

The next item on the agenda was a budget amendment for the County Extension budget.  The 4-H Club wants to purchase a trailer but it needs to be on the county’s insurance and owned by the County.  They have provide the Commissioners with a check for $3000 and gotten several bids for a trailer with the low bid at $3000.  In order to process this transaction the Board needs to amend the budget recognizing the additional revenue from donations and then increase the appropriation for small equipment by $3000.  Mr. DeLaigle moved to adopt the budget amendment as stated.  Mr. Deloach gave the second and the motion was approved with all in favor.
The only other item of business was to review and sign the invoices for the month March.  All invoices were approved by the Committee for payment.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 4:32 p.m.
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
