WORKSESSION ON SPLOST
May 19, 2016
The Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Thursday, May 19, 2016 at 5:00 p.m. at the Commissioners Meeting Room.  Present at this meeting were Commissioners Lucious Abrams, Wayne Crockett, Allen DeLaigle, George Deloach and Terri Lodge Kelly.  Also in attendance was County Administrator, Merv Waldrop.  
The Administrator reported that after the list of projects had been pared down to $20.3 million from the wish list of over $30 million.  The Board discussed the projects on the short list.  The concern was that there has been no response from the Board of Education concerning the possibility of a jointly funded aquatic center.  Some Commissioners felt that this would be a very important project to help in recruiting businesses to come to our community.  Others thought that the cost was too much for us to take on and expressed reservations about how much this would be supported by the voters.   
Chairman Crockett expressed a desire to put more funds in the program for roads and bridges.  He noted that most of the requests from the public are for improvements to roads.  
They discussed other items on the list and expressed their preferences.  The Commissioners asked the Administrator to set up a joint meeting with the Board of Education to discuss the Aquatic Center Project.  

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 6:00 p.m.
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
