WORKSESSION ON ANIMAL CONTROL
May 19, 2016
The Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Thursday, May 19, 2016 at 6:00 p.m. at the Commissioners Meeting Room.  Present at this meeting were Commissioners Lucious Abrams, Wayne Crockett, Allen DeLaigle, George Deloach and Terri Lodge Kelly.  Also in attendance were Bill Tinley, Chairman of the Animal Control Advisory Committee and County Administrator, Merv Waldrop.  Several other members of the Committee were at the meeting as well.  
Mr. Tinley went over the recommendations of the Committee.  He noted that they have been working on this for nearly a year and they were very thorough in their findings.  Below are the items that the Committee recommended for the County to work toward.

Establish an Animal Control Department to act countywide.   

Increase funding for spay and neuter programs.  

Adoption of Animal Control Ordinances requiring owners to be responsible to keep their animals on their own property.  

Build a shelter to temporarily house animals until they can be adopted or euthanized.  

Work with rescue organizations that are willing to cooperate with the Commissioners and support the County’s efforts.  

Establish an Animal Control Advisory Board.  
Chairman Crockett thanked the Committee for its work.  He noted that we will have to address this problem in our upcoming budget and SPLOST program.
