June 30, 2016
The Burke County Board of Commissioners held a Joint Meeting with the Mayors of the Cities in the County to discuss calling for an election for another round of Special Purpose Local Option Sales Tax.  The meeting was held on Thursday June 30, 2016 at 5:00 PM in the Commissioners Conference Room at the Burke County Courthouse.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Wayne Crockett.  Also in attendance were Commissioners Abrams, DeLaigle, Deloach and Kelly; Mayor ProTem, Herman Brown, representing Waynesboro; Mayor Preston Conner representing Sardis; Mayor Sam Cummings representing Midville; Mayor Linda Wilkes representing Keysville and Mayor Rosemary Baughman representing Vidette. County Administrator, Merv Waldrop, was at the meeting as well.  No representative of the Town of Girard was at the meeting.
The Administrator reviewed the agenda package for the group.  He noted that the first item was a project list consolidated from submissions by the various cities and the County.  He stated that for the most part they had all put together a good list of needed projects.  He did explain his reservations to the list from Girard.  He said that the Town had submitted “Furnishings” as one of its projects.  He stated that the clerk had said that they needed new curtains and tables for the Community Building.  The Administrator explained that his concern was that this was not eligible for SPLOST funding.  SPLOST was created to fund capital projects.  He thought that this would be questioned and disallowed when the expense was reviewed by an independent auditor.  The mayors and commissioners all agreed.  Commissioner DeLaigle volunteered to go talk to the Mayor of Girard to explain this to him.  Chairman Crockett suggested that he have Mayor Cox call the County Administrator to explain things.  
The next the Administrator explained the other documents in the agenda package.  He pointed out the Intergovernmental Agreement.  This needs to be adopted by each City Council and the County Commission.  He stated that he would revise the agreement if Girard changed its project list.  
After that, the group reviewed the Resolution calling a special election on November 8th.  He stated that this resolution also needs action by each body.  

Finally, the Administrator pointed out one final document, a resolution adopting the intergovernmental agreement and authorizing the Chairman to sign for the county.  He stated that the County Attorney is asking the Board of Commissioners to use this resolution to show that the Board had clearly adopted the agreement.  

The entire group was encouraged to put the agreement and resolution calling for an election on their next agenda.  The Administrator stated that he would get them all a revised version of the agreement by Tuesday.  

Being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 5:32 PM.
