BURKE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
REGULAR MEETING
October 14, 2014
The Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Tuesday, October 14, 2014 at 6:00 p.m. in the Commissioners Meeting Room at the Burke County Courthouse.  The meeting was called to order by Vice-Chairman Allen DeLaigle at 6:00 p.m.  Other Commissioners present were Lucious Abrams, Jr., Terri Lodge Kelly, and George Deloach.  Also in attendance were Adam Nelson, Attorney and Michael Wiseman, Finance Director.  
Commissioner Abrams gave the invocation for the meeting and Commissioner Deloach led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the United States Flag.

First, the Board considered the minutes of meetings held on September 8th, 9th, 10th, 17th, 24th, and October 7th.  Mr. Abrams made a motion to approve the minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Mrs. Kelly and it passed 4 in favor and none opposed.
The next item considered by the Board was a joint funding agreement with the Georgia Association of Conservation Districts for the NRCS position.  The funding agreement will be 50% NRCS and 50% County up to $21,000 each for a total of $42,000.00.  Mr. Abrams noted that local farmers are provided assistance from this position and Mr. Wiseman noted that over one hundred farm bill applications were filled out with assistance from the NRCS during one quarter of information that was reviewed.  Mr. Wiseman also noted that the funds were available in the budget for this position.  Mr. Abrams then motioned to approve the funding agreement with a second by Mrs. Kelly.  The motion passed 4 to 0.
Then the Board considered a Memorandum of Agreement with the East Central Health District and the Burke County Board of Health.  Mr. Wiseman explained that this was a renewal of an existing agreement and provides in writing a basis for assistance to the Health Department and District office in the case of a health-related emergency.  Mr. Deloach made a motion to approve the agreement with a second by Mr. Abrams.  The motion passed unanimously.
Next on the agenda was a consultant services agreement renewal with Moreland Altobelli Associates for engineering services at the landfill for a one year term.  Mr. Wiseman noted that the rates would be the same as the past few years.  Jesse Burke, Public Works Director, mentioned that their department has been pleased with their performance.  Mr. Deloach made a motion to renew the agreement with a second by Mr. Abrams.  The motion passed 4 to 0.

The next item on the agenda was a contract amendment with the CSRA Regional Commission for the Senior Citizens Nutrition Program.  Mr. Wiseman pointed out that the Regional Commission has submitted a contract amendment that will increase the funding of the senior meal program and bring it back to the level as in the past before cuts were made recently by the funding sources.  With no further discussion, Mrs. Kelly motioned to approve the contract amendment and the second was offered by Mr. Abrams.  The motion passed unanimously.

Then the Board was presented a renewal of a lease agreement with the Georgia State Properties Commission for the office space that currently houses the State Probation Office downstairs in the Courthouse.  The renewal rate remained constant at $132.00 per month.  Mr. Deloach offered a motion to renew the lease with the State and Mrs. Kelly seconded the motion.  It passed with a 4 to 0 vote.

The final item on the agenda was the renewal of the Liability, Automobile, and Property insurance policy.  Mr. Wiseman noted that the renewal was slightly lower than the previous year after considering policy changes.  Mr. Abrams motioned that the Board approve the insurance policy renewal.  Mrs. Kelly seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Burke reported that the Road Department was busy scraping dirt roads and that the paving season closed with the department paving approximately 35 miles this year.  Commissioner Deloach asked Mr. Burke when the County could burn the debris from the ice storm and Mr. Burke said that it would be in the future.  Commissioner DeLaigle asked about tire dumping at the dumpsters and if it was still an issue.  Mr. Burke said that it was still an issue but that the disposal strategy is working properly.

Gwen Jackson, Library Director, introduced herself and mentioned that her department has a position to fill at the library.

Mr. Wiseman reported that the landfill scalehouse was practically complete other than minor items and that it was functioning at this time. 
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 6:29 p.m.
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
